Methylcellulose 1% Suspension 

 
8 capsules 

qs ad 50 mL 
 

1. Carefully open capsules and empty into glass mortar.  (Use a clean scalpel or razor blade to 
make a small cut in the capsule shell if necessary.) 

2. Triturate the granules to fine powder. 
3. Add a small amount of methylcellulose 1% suspension to form a paste.  Slowly levigate, 

alternately adding the methylcellulose and mixing. 
4. Transfer to a graduated cylinder. 
5. Rinse mortar with the methylcellulose and qs to final volume. 
6. Transfer to an appropriately sized amber plastic bottle and label.
